¢ The need for informed, developmental and supportive academic advising does not diminish with
the arrival of any new technology.

¢ The most rewarding advisor-advisee relationship is based on ongoing discussions about major
and minor interests; career and graduate school; and personal and professional goals.

¢ Enhanced technology enhances the advising process but does not replace it.

¢ Advising is not a twice-a-year procurement of your signature—or, in the case of web registration,
the PIN.

All faculty advisors are urged to attend one of four myFramingham registration and advising training ses-
sions as outlined on the reverse. These training sessions will demonstrate web registration from the fac-
ulty and student perspective; address the advising and registration process; and provide an opportunity
for questions.
