Description
	The Nobscot Reading Council Inc. is pleased to sponsor a scholarship to be awarded to any Framingham State College student seeking early childhood, elementary, middle or secondary teacher licensure.  The student must be in good academic standing with a minimum Q. P. A. of 2.7 and must have Sophomore or Junior status when applying for the scholarship.  Post-Baccalaureates enrolled in Field Study I or Field Study II may also apply.

Amount
	The amount of the award is $200.00, non-renewable; that is, a student must reapply each year for consideration.  This money is for use in the college bookstore.

Process
	Students eligible under the conditions described above must apply for the scholarship by Friday, March 26. The recipient will be announced at the Framingham State College annual awards convocation and at the Nobscot Spring Dinner Meeting.  Each application must be accompanied by a statement of not more than one typed page in which the applicant states his/her view on education and why he/she wants to be an educator.  Each application must also include a letter of recommendation from a member of the Framingham State College faculty who is familiar with that student’s work. Please provide an unofficial transcript.  Applications must be submitted to the chair of the committee, which is comprised of three members of the Nobscot Reading Council Executive Board, one of whom will be a member of the Framingham State College community.

Criteria for Evaluation
	The quality of the student’s statement and the faculty member’s recommendation will be the primary criteria for evaluation and selection.
