
 

 

 

Currently final exams are scheduled into 9 periods based on the blocks:      

A1/A2 
B1/B2 

C 
D 

E 
F1/F2 

G 
H 

I 

 
There are 10 Final Exam Periods, each 3 hours in length, scheduled 2 per day over the course of five weekdays. 
The 5th day only has a Final Exam period scheduled in the morning exam period.  The 9 time blocks are on a 
rotation schedule and repeat every 9 semesters. The last exam day afternoon period is used for make-up exams 
(administered/proctored in CASA), if needed.  
      
The current start/end times for the 10 exam periods are:       

 9:00a-12:00p  1:00p-4:00p    

The new time blocks are:       

J MW 4:30p-6:20p 
K TR 4:30p-6:20p 

L MW 6:30p-8:20p 
M TR 6:30p-8:20p

 
The J and K blocks have been used for the past 6 years (or more) and the final exam has taken place in the last class 
meeting (before the Final Exam Period). These Final Exams were limited to two (2) hours and as mentioned did not occur 
within the exam period of the other time blocks and exam period.
 

New Exam Schedule:             

In order to accommodate the new time blocks in the Final Exam Schedule, the following will be instituted for Spring 

2011 semester:  

The original 9 time blocks, each 3 hours in length and scheduled 2 per day over the course of five weekdays, remain on a 

rotating schedule. The new time blocks (J, K, L, M) then have a fixed final exam time always occurring at 3:00p-6:00p on 

one  of the weekdays the course normally meets.  The DGCE and Day Division courses, which begin at 6:30pm, will have 

the last class meeting as the exam block (which is when these courses traditionally have administered the final exam). 

Final Exam Blocks Start/End time:       

 8:00a-11:00a  11:30a-02:30p  3:00p-6:00p     6:30p-9:30p (DGCE crs) 

 Rotating Schedule of 9 original time blocks  Four new time blocks (J,K,L,M) Both DGCE & Day Division courses  
 blocks within these two exam times over  with J & M rotating between  which begin at 6:30pm have the  
 the course of five (5) days.    Mon & Wed and K & M rotating  last class meeting date as the 

between Tue & Thu.   Final Exam block.  

This permits the Day Division and DGCE to have a three (3) hour final exam time blocks for ALL time blocks. There is a 30 

minute break between exams should students have exams occur consecutively on a given exam day.
