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SECTION 1: OVERVIEW OF THE 
2008-2009 ROOM SELECTION PROCESS 

 
Eligible returning resident students have the opportunity to make choices about next year’s residence hall 
and room assignment through the 2008-2009 Room Selection Process.  The eligibility requirements are 
outlined in Section 2 of this Guide.  It is important to carefully review these requirements.  
 

Reminder: $150 Room Reservation Deposit must be received in Student 
Accounts by 4:00 p.m. on Friday, March 14, 2008.   

See Section 2 of this Guide for all eligibility requirements! 

 
Within the process are a number of different selection options eligible residents can choose from.  These 
are discussed in more detail in Section 3 of this Guide. 

 

There are several different Room Selection participation options: 
-Suite Selection 

-Single Room/Same Room Single Selection 
-Same Room Selection 

-Quick-Select 
-Open Room Selection 

 
Review Section 3 of this guide to learn more! 

 
There are a number of considerations residents consider in the room selection process.  These include the 
ability to choose roommates, the opportunity to live in a suite with friends, theme housing, specially 
designated housing, medical considerations, scheduled residence hall changes, room selection priority, 
and how to arrange a proxy to participate for you if you are unable to attend.  These considerations are 
described in Section 4 of this Guide. 
 
First year students sometimes worry that all the rooms will be taken before their turn to select a room.  This 
should not be a worry.  After all current residents participate in room selection spaces will remain open and 
be used for assignment to new students to the College who have been guaranteed Fall 2008 on-campus 
housing.  Any remaining spaces are then assigned to wait list students (on a space available basis). 
 
Eligible participants may participate and receive an assignment in only one section of the Room Selection 
Process.  Once a room has been assigned participants may not participate further in the Room Selection 
Process.  For example, a resident may not submit a Same Room Application and also attend Open Room 
Selection.  Please choose the section you feel best meets your needs and interests. 
 
Finally, while the vast majority of room selection assignments are realized, residents are reminded that the 
College reserves the right to change assignments at any time. Updated information on the 2008-2009 
Room Selection Process may be posted from time to time on the Residence Life and Housing web site. 
 
The 2008-2009 Room Selection Process has been designed to give eligible resident students a number of 
ways to participate in the process while minimizing time demands on students.  If after reviewing these 
materials you have any questions please do not hesitate to contact the office.

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SECTION 2: ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS  
 

 
This section outlines the eligibility requirements required to participate in the 2008-2009 Room 
Selection Process as well as general housing eligibility requirements so you can maintain a 
residence hall reservation.  Information on suite eligibility and eligibility information for students 
on Residential Review is also included in this section.    
 
A.  2008-2009 Room Selection Eligibility 

To be eligible to participate in the 2008-2009 Room Selection Process you must:  
 

ü Be a current resident student who moved into the residence halls prior to  
March 14, 2008. 

ü Have paid a $150 non-refundable, non-transferable Housing Reservation Deposit and 
that deposit must have been confirmed as received by the Student Accounts Office in 
Dwight Hall by not later than 4:00 p.m. on Friday March 14, 2008.  Deposits mailed 
should be postmarked by March 7, 2008.  Use of delivery confirmation service is 
recommended. 

ü  Have your student account in good financial standing (zero balance or approved 
arrangement with Student Accounts). 

ü Participate in the room selection process. Students who submit a deposit on time, but 
who do not subsequently participate in room selection, will be placed on the housing 
wait list and will be changed to commuter status for the 2008-2009 academic year. 

 
B.  Maintaining Eligibility for On-Campus Housing 
To maintain on campus housing you must: 
ü Remain a full time student (minimum 3 courses) in good academic standing. 
ü Register, or attempt to register, for a full course load of undergraduate classes for Fall 

2008 (prior to the end of the Spring 2008 Semester) and Spring 2009 (prior to end of the 
Fall 2008 Semester).  Participate in Registration. 

ü Maintain your student account in good standing and pay all bills on time.  Students who 
do not maintain their account in good standing can lose classes and housing prior to the 
Fall 2008 semester.  Students in this situation need to reapply for housing through the 

wait list. 
ü Sign the Residence Hall License Agreement prior to taking occupancy.   
ü Abide by all terms of the Residence Hall License Agreement. 
ü Be a matriculated full time undergraduate student in good academic standing. 
 

It is important to maintain eligibility.  Failure to maintain eligibility will result in loss of 
on-campus housing. 

 
C.  Suite Eligibility 

Students on Disciplinary Warning, Residential Review or Disciplinary Probation status are 
ineligible to reside in Suites.  Students on Disciplinary Warning, Residential Review or 
Disciplinary Probation may neither select nor live in a Suite. 
 

D.  Students on Residential Review Status 
Students on Residential Review status are allowed to participate in Room Selection (except for 
Suites as noted above) but will not have an on campus housing assignment confirmed until after 
their Residential Review Status is reviewed by the Associate Dean of Student Affairs/Director of 
Residence Life and Judicial Affairs after the end of the semester.   
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SECTION 3: ROOM SELECTION PARTICIPATION OPTIONS 
 

 

There are several different “sections” of the Room Selection Process.  Eligible residents will be 
able to choose from among the sections for which they qualify.  The following table outlines the 
options and special qualifications required for participation, if any.

Each of the “sections” of 2008-2009 Room Selection Process will be described below: 
 
A. Suite Selection 
For 2008-2009 there will be 14 suites available on campus.  12 suites are located in Linsley Hall and 2 
suites, new for 2008-2009, will be available in Horace Mann Hall. 
 
Linsley Hall is a co-ed residence hall housing approximately 160 residents in traditional rooms and suites.  
Linsley has eight six-person suites and four eight-person suites available.  Suites consist of a common 
room, private bathroom(s) and 3-4 double occupancy bedrooms.  Horace Mann Hall is a co-ed hall 

housing approximately 120 residents.  Horace Mann will have two six-person suites consisting of a 
common room, 2 single occupancy bedrooms and 2 double occupancy bedrooms. The Horace Mann 
suites will not have a private bathroom.  All Suites are designated for either male or female occupancy only 
(e.g. individual suites are not co-ed).    
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Suites are assigned for one year only and may not be selected through the same room selection process.  
Residents on Disciplinary Warning, Residential Review or Disciplinary Probation status may neither select 
nor live in a suite.   
 
To participate in Suite Selection, review all Suite Guidelines and complete a Suite application with your 
proposed suitemates.  Suite Selection guidelines and the Suite Application are available on the Room 

Selection Information section of the Residence Life and Housing Web Page. Applicants not awarded a 
suite assignment may participate in a subsequent section of the Room Selection Process. 

 
B. Same Single Room Selection 

This process allows participants currently in a design single occupancy room to apply for the same design 
single occupancy room for the 2008-2009 academic year.  To participate in this process complete the 
Same Single Room Application form and drop it off in the designated lockbox in the Residence Life and 
Judicial Affairs Office by 4:00 p.m. on Friday, April 4, 2008.  The application form will be available on the 
Residence Life and Housing web site beginning March 24th.  You will be notified if there are any concerns 
with your application after it is formally reviewed.  Displaced residents (see Section 4 of this Guide) are not 
eligible to participate in Same Single Room Selection. 

     
C. Single Room Selection  
This process allows participants displaced from a single occupancy room or currently in a double or 
multiple occupancy room to apply for a single occupancy room.  To participate in this process complete the 
Single Room Application form and drop it off in the designated lockbox in the Residence Life and Judicial 
Affairs Office by 4:00 p.m. on Friday, April 4, 2008.  The application form will be available on the Residence 
Life and Housing web site beginning March 24th.  Participants who have been displaced from a design 
single occupancy room will be processed first, followed by other applicants. Applications will be processed 
according to seniority-based Room Selection Priority order (see Section 4 of this Guide for detailed 
explanation of Room Selection Priority).  Notification will be sent on Wednesday, April 9, 2008 informing 
applicants of their status.  Applicants not awarded a single occupancy room may participate in a 
subsequent section of the Room Selection Process.   
 
D. Same Room Selection 

This process allows participants currently assigned to double or multiple occupancy room to apply for the 
same room for the 2008-2009 academic year.  To participate in this process complete the Same Room 
Application form and drop it off in the designated lockbox in the Office of Residence Life and Judicial 
Affairs by 4:00 p.m. on Friday, April 11, 2008. The application form will be available on the Residence Life 
and Housing web site beginning March 24th.  You will be notified if there are any concerns with your 
application.  Displaced residents (see Section 4 of this Guide) are not eligible to participate in Same Room 
Selection. 

 
E. Displaced Student Room Selection 

A small percentage of students live in a room that is not available to be reserved for the following year.  
These residents will be notified that they have been displaced from their current rooms.  Rooms currently 

displaced for 2008-2009 are listed in Section 4 of this Guide.   
 
Because displaced students do not have the option of participating in Same Single Room Selection or 
Same Room Selection, they have the opportunity to apply to live in a suite through Suite Selection, apply to 
live in a single through Single Room Selection, and (if not awarded neither a suite nor single)/or participate 
in Displaced Student Room Selection, Open Room Selection or Quick-Select.   

 
Rooms displaced for 2008-2009 will be listed in Section 4 of this Guide and/or the student will be notified in 
writing of this status. Students participating in Displaced Room Selection select from available rooms 

according to seniority-based Room Selection Priority Order. 
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Displaced Student Room Selection will be held from 2:00 - 4:00 p.m. on Wednesday, April 23rd in the 
O’Connor Hall Lounge.  To participate, complete the following: 
 

1) Check your room selection priority order level and number (see Section 4 of this Guide). 
2) Displaced Student Room Selection will be held in O’Connor Hall on April 23rd beginning at 

2:00 p.m.  On March 31st a more detailed schedule will be posted on this web site and in 
the residence halls notifying you of the exact time your Priority Level is scheduled to 
participate.  Check this schedule and plan to arrive at the specific time allocated to your 
priority level.  

3)  Arrive at O’Connor Hall according to the time indicated for your Priority Level.  Bring your 
ID and your roommate(s) with you (if you are “pulling in” one or more roommates). 

 
Please pay attention to the time frames, as punctuality is important. You will be guided through the 

rest of this selection process when you arrive.  If you do not show up during the time frame assigned, you 
will likely have to wait until those choosing during the time frame in progress have completed their 
selections. 

 
F. Open Room Selection 
Open Room Selection is for residents who wish to live in a different room from their current one, or 
who did not participate in any previous section of the 2008-2009 Room Selection Process. This 
process is only for residents who did not receive an assignment in any other section of room selection 
and are otherwise eligible to participate.  At Open Room Selection participants will select from 
available rooms in Room Selection Priority Order (see Section 4 of this Guide).    
 
Open Room Selection for Priority Level 1 will be held on April 23rd in O’Connor Hall beginning at 4:00 p.m.  
 
Open Room Selection for Priority Level 2, 3, and 4 will be held on April 24th.  Level 2 will begin at 12:00 

noon, Level 3 will begin at 1:30 p.m. and Level 4 will begin at 4:30 p.m.  To participate in Open Room 
Selection: 
 

1) Check your Room Selection Priority order level and number (see Section 4 of this Guide). 
2) Open Room Selection will be held in O’Connor Hall on April 23rd beginning at 4:00 p.m.  

and on April 24th beginning at 12 noon.  On March 31st a more detailed schedule will be 
posted on this web site and in the residence halls notifying you of the exact time your 
Priority Level is scheduled to participate.  Check this schedule and plan to arrive at the 
specific time allocated to your priority level.  

3)  Arrive at O’Connor Hall according to the time indicated for your Priority Level.  Bring your 
ID and your roommate(s) with you (if you are “pulling in” one or more roommates). 

 
Please pay attention to the time frames, as punctuality is important. You will be guided through 

the rest of this selection process when you arrive.   If you do not show up during the time frame 
assigned, you will likely have to wait until those choosing during the time frame in progress have 
completed their selections. 
 
 
G. Quick-Select  
For the person on the go or not particular about choosing a specific room, Quick-Select allows you to 

complete the room selection process by simply filling out the Quick-Select Application and dropping it off to 
the Office of Residence Life and Housing by April 25th.   The application form will be available on the 
Residence Life and Housing web site beginning March 24 th. Your assignment will be made from among 
available rooms after Open Room Selection is completed.  Your 2008-2009 assignment will be e-mailed to 
you.  It’s that easy. There are hundreds of spaces open after Open Room Selection (and before new 
students are assigned). Quick-Select may be just the right option for you! 
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SECTION 4:  ROOM SELECTION CONSIDERATIONS 
 

 
This section provides you with an overview of items that are typically important considerations 
for participants in the Room Selection Process.  
 
Room Selection Priority Order is an important topic to understand if you are not participating in 
Same Room Selection.   
 
Residents wishing to live with a specific roommate in 2008-2009 will want to carefully review 
this information.  It is an important topic to all participants not assigned in the Same Single 
Room or Single Room Selection Process.   
 
Participants unable to be present at Displaced or Open Room Selection should carefully review 
the information in this section on designating a proxy to attend and participate in their absence 
or choose the Quick-Select option. 
 
All participants in the 2008-2009 Room Selection Process should review the information on 
Displaced Residents for 2008-2009 to see if their current or desired floor/wing is scheduled to 
be displaced. 
 
This section also contains information on the Quiet Floor, and rooms designated to be used, if 
needed, to house students with disabilities.   
     
A. Room Selection Priority Order 

In certain sections of the Room Selection Process it is necessary to determine the order in 
which participants will select rooms.  This is determined by a seniority based lottery system.  
Within this system participants are assigned to one of four priority levels based on courses 
completed.  Within each priority level each participant is assigned a random appointment 
number.   
 
Priority levels are used to recognize the seniority of current resident students.  To help 
determine the order in which rooms will be selected or assigned participating students are 
divided into Priority Levels according to the number of credit bearing courses completed, plus 
the number currently attempted this semester.  This is similar to the class determination for 
registration as outlined in the College’s Undergraduate Catalog. 

 
Priority Levels are assigned as follows: 

Priority Level 1  24 courses and above 
 Priority Level 2  16 – 23 courses 
 Priority Level 3  8 – 15 courses 
 Priority Level 4  Less than 8 courses 

 
Within each priority level, students are assigned a random computer-generated appointment 
number. For example, if there are 125 students in Priority Level 3, the computer would shuffle 
that group and each student will receive an appointment number between 1 and 125. The 
lowest number in this group would have first pick of rooms during Priority Level 3 selection.  
Generally, your options increase with seniority and further improve the lower your appointment 
number.  A list of all priority levels and appointment numbers will be posted in the lobby 
of each residence hall and in the Office of Residence Life and Judicial Affairs after  
12:00 noon on March 31, 2008. 
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B. How To Select A Room With A Roommate(s) Of Choice 

There is a mechanism in each Room Selection section (related to double and multiple 
occupancy rooms) to allow individuals wishing to be roommates to attempt selection with their 
chosen roommate(s).    
 
Residents are strongly encouraged to communicate openly with their current roommate(s) so 
that all parties can plan accordingly. 
 
Below you will find instructions on how to participate in Room Selection sections with a chosen 
roommate(s).  
 
Suite Selection - Indicate desired roommate pairings on the Suite Selection Application form. 
 
Same Room Selection - If (and only if) one or more roommates will not be returning to the 
room next year then the roommate(s) staying in the room may “pull in” new roommate(s) into 
the room for the next year.  Complete information and the signatures of all current and future 
roommates must appear on the Same Room Selection application. 
 
Displaced Student Room Selection and Open Room Selection -    
Room Selection participants choosing a double or multiple occupancy room during Displaced 
Student or Open Room selection may “pull in” their chosen roommate(s).  All of the 
Roommate(s) must be present at the scheduled selection time to be assigned to the room.  
Roommates are advised to be present at the designated selection time of the roommate with 
the most advantageous Priority Level and/or appointment number. 
 
Quick-Select - Quick-Select participants should request each other on their Quick-Select 
Application forms. 
 
C. What To Do If You Can’t Attend Displaced Student or Open Room Selection 
If you cannot attend Displaced Student or Open Room Selection you must arrange a proxy.  A 
proxy is a person you authorize to make room selection decisions on your behalf.  They “stand 
in” for you and their decisions are treated as yours.  Since attendance is required only at 
Displaced Student Selection and Open Room Selection there is no need to designate a proxy 
for other sections.  
 
Please Note: 
1 Pick someone you trust to act as your proxy. This person will be selecting your room on 

your behalf. 

2 Your “Proxy” must bring their photo ID, and your completed and signed Proxy Form.  No 

one will be allowed to select a room for you unless they present a completed “Proxy Form” 

and their photo ID. 

3 When your “Proxy” makes your room selection for you, he or she will be given a form called 

Confirmation of Room Selection By Proxy. It will have the hall and room number selected for 

you for the 2008–2009 academic year.  

4 Your proxy’s decision is final. There will be no re-assignments until the room change 

process for the Fall 2008 semester. 

 

The Proxy Form is included in the Appendix of this packet. 
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D.  Displaced Students 

A displaced student is an eligible room selection participant who has been notified through this guide, or 
otherwise that he/she will not have the opportunity to select his/her current room for the 2008–2009 
academic year. Students are displaced to accommodate special theme housing programs (e.g. First Year 
Experience Program, Freshman Honors Floor), re-designation of rooms, and/or for extenuating needs and 
deemed to be in the best overall interest of the community and the residence life program.  
 
At Displaced Student Room Selection displaced students will be given the option of choosing another room 
on campus prior to Open Room Selection.  
 
Current rooms that are not available to select during the 2008-2009 Room Selection process include: 
Larned Hall: Any person living on the 2nd floor; all “31”, “32” and “33” rooms.  Linsley Hall:  Any person 
living in a suite.  Corinne Hall Towers: Room 264; Any person living on the 3rd floor; All “31” and “71” 
rooms; Rooms 641-649, 722-731, 862-871 and 1062-1071  Horace Mann Hall: Any person currently living 
in rooms 233-263 and 341-347 Peirce Hall: Any person living in Peirce Annex; PR room 139  O’Connor 
Hall:  Ground Floor Rooms 20-29; First Floor Rooms 101-147; Rooms 201, 202, 203, 204, 220, 228, 229, 
251, 301, 302, 303, 304, 320, 321, 344 All Halls: Any current Resident Assistant not returning to the 

position. 
 
Additional rooms may be displaced prior to Room Selection.  Residents of additional displaced rooms, 

if any, will be given notice in writing by March 31st. 
 
E.  Quiet Floor Option 

Resident’s interested in living with others who commit to a quiet floor environment may want to 
consider the Quiet Floor Option.  This floor will be housed on Larned Hall’s 6th floor.  This floor 
is for individuals willing to commit to an environment with extended quiet hours.  A quiet floor 
contract must be signed if you choose a room on this floor. 
 
F.  Rooms Designated To Accommodate Students With Disabilities  
The rooms listed below may be re-assignment to students with disabilities as the need arises.  
Persons without disabilities are free to choose these rooms with the understanding that, should 
a student with a disability need housing in the future, the current residents will be re-assigned. If 
the need for displacement occurs, every effort will be made to allow roommates to remain 
together, though due to space constraints this cannot be guaranteed.  Please note that 
displacement to accommodate students with disabilities may also occur in other rooms 
on campus as necessary.

G.  FSC Residence Halls – A Look Ahead  

A description of residence halls is provided in current Guide to Residence Living.   In addition, 
photos of all halls are available on the Residence Life and Housing web page.   
 
Residence halls are inspected, repaired and maintained each summer.  Please note the 
following 2008-2009 residence hall information: 
 
ü Horace Mann and Peirce Halls – Are scheduled to have significant interior work to 

bathrooms which will be scheduled to be completed in late August.  The Peirce Hall 
Lounge and Peirce Annex will be closed and inaccessible for the 2008-2009 academic 
year to accommodate College needs during renovation of academic buildings.   
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ü O’Connor Hall – O’Connor Hall will be coed in 2008-2009.  A limited number of male 
spaces will be available through Room Selection on the Ground Floor and 1st Floor.  
This coed status is being done on a trial basis for the 2008-2009 academic year. 
   

ü Larned Hall – Bathroom and hallway renovation is scheduled to be completed over the 
summer.  In addition, new student rooms and floor lounges will be constructed in the 
center portion of floors 3-6.  This project is scheduled to be completed in late August. 

 
ü Move in day for returning residents is Tuesday, September 2, 2008.  Please plan 

accordingly as early arrival is not available.   

 
ü All residence halls close for the Thanksgiving Break, Winter Break and Spring Break.  

These periods are not covered by the Residence Hall License Agreement.    
 
ü Winter season athletes who are resident students will be housed in Linsley Hall for a 

portion of the period between January 2nd (estimated) and the beginning of the Spring 
2009 Semester.  Winter season athletes are required to arrange a Linsley host or may 
wish to consider selection of a space in Linsley Hall during Room Selection.    
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SECTION 5: ROOM SELECTION PROCESS POLICIES  
AND FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS 

 
Q.  What if I forget to pay my deposit or it was received after March 14, 2008? 

If your deposit is not received in Student Accounts by March 14th your status will change to 
“commuter”.  Your deposit will be held as a wait list deposit and upon completion of the Housing 
Wait List Application, which will be available in the Office of Residence Life and Housing 
beginning April 23rd, you will be placed on the 2008-2009 Housing Wait List.  
 
Q.  What should I bring to room selection? 

Your current Framingham State College ID. 
Any necessary proxy forms. 
More than one room choice, in case your first choice is taken. 
 
Q.  If I turn in a Same Room Application and later learn my friend has a good room 
selection number can I be his/her roommate? 

No. Once you have chosen to stay in your same room you are done with the room selection 
process. 
 
Q.  When do I find out my Room Selection Number? 

Numbers will be posted after 12 noon on March 31, 2008 in the lobby of each residence hall 
and in the Office of Residence Life and Judicial Affairs. 
 
Q.  What if I arrive at Displaced or Open Room Selection after my number is called? 

You may not be allowed to select until after the current group has chosen. 
 
Q.  If I pay my room deposit early, will I get a better room selection appointment number? 

No. The date you pay your room deposit has no impact on the appointment number you 
receive.  Appointment numbers are random. 
 
Q.   If I decide at some point that I do not want my room or I do not want my selection 
number, can I give it to someone else? 
No. Housing assignments and selection numbers are not transferable. 
 
Q. When do returning students move in for the Fall 2008 semester? 
Tuesday, September 2nd is returning student move-in day.  Classes begin on Wednesday, 
September 3rd.  Please plan accordingly as early arrival is not available.
