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This talk will share highlights from a collection of interactive student activities that include examples from years of

university initiatives including “values and critical thinking for effective problem solving”, “writing across the curriculum”,

“in the news”, and “social justice across the curriculum”. Not only do these activities give adjuncts a wide variety of

options to choose from without needing training for each new initiative, but they also help students to make connections

between classes and become more aware of the mathematics around them. Some of the mathematical topics include

problem solving, measurement, geometry, probability and statistics, algebra, and financial mathematics. Many activities

will be referenced and a few student results will be shared. We have found this collection to be a nice complement to the

Pearson online course content on our campus.
