• Based on placement code
• Take the placement test if placed into ENWR 100 or 105!

Course 3

• STAT 117 Introduction to Statistics
• Based upon placement score
• You must take the math placement exam before you can enroll in a math class!

Course 4

• RAMS 101 Seminar**
• Any RAMS class is a great choice-it does not have to be related to your major
